52nd INDIANA APPALOOSA ASSOCIATION FUTURITY


FOALS OF 2015
The Indiana Appaloosa Association, Inc. (IAA) to further the promotion of quality Appaloosas and to encourage better breeding development and care of Appaloosas, has adopted the following Futurity program:

1. OWNERSHIP AND MEMBERSHIP: The owner(s) of each entry in the 52nd Futurity must be a voting member in good standing of the IAA for the year 2015 and each sustaining year. Final date for maintaining membership in good standing for mare owners with relation to the Futurity shall be the date of mare nomination - January 1, 2015.  Owner as defined for the Futurity shall include any IAA voting member, spouse, and children who have not attained their 18th birthday as of January 1, 2015. 

2. CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP: The Futurity Secretary should be notified immediately upon the change of ownership of a Futurity entry.  Futurity rights go with the entry upon its sale, providing the conditions of membership, sustaining payments, etc. are met.

3. $25 MARE NOMINATION: Mares that are eligible for nomination shall be mares that were bred during the 2014 breeding season.  Mares need not be Appaloosa, but must meet the requirements for registration of offspring according to the ApHC.  Mare owners need not be residents of the state of Indiana, but must be voting members in good standing with the IAA for the year 2015.  The $25 nomination fee with the mare's name and registration number and the name and registration number of the stallion to which she is bred shall be sent to the Futurity Secretary on or before January 1, 2015.  Final acceptable postmark will be January 1, 2015.

4. LEASED MARES: A mare on lease agreement will be accepted into the 52nd Futurity program providing the registered owner submits a written statement certifying that the lease does exist, and that such statement is filed by January 1, 2015 with the Futurity Secretary.

5. REFUNDS: No refunds.

6. YEARLINGS:  Colts/fillies not previously nominated & paid up as weanlings can participate in the 52nd IAA Futurity by paying an entry fee of $75. To be entered day of show. The owner must be a voting member in good standing of the IAA for the year 2015.  Membership fee must be paid before or at the time of entry. 

7. FOAL REGISTRATION: The foal's sex and birth date shall be filed with the Futurity Secretary on or before September 1, 2015. The Jr/Sr split for weanling classes will not take place unless 20 foals are paid up by the July 1 sustaining payment deadline. If Jr/Sr classes are going to be held they will be decided by birth date - the oldest foal in each sex division will be considered a senior, the youngest a junior, and so on until all are assigned.  If more than one colt or filly is born on a division date, all born that date will go into the senior class.  Any foal whose birth date is not filed with the Futurity Secretary by September 1, 2015 will automatically be put into the senior class. Failure to supply registration papers by the annual Futurity Show in 2015 will result in disqualification of the entry from competition that year. 
8. CHAMPION OF CHAMPIONS WEANLING: The first place weanlings (colt, filly, gelding) (if classes are split jr/sr, then each winning foal will be eligible for the champion of champions class) and winner of the Indiana owned class shall compete and be judged for the Champion of Champions weanling. A trophy and $50 from the IAA general fund will be awarded.

9a. SUSTAINING PAYMENTS: By a succession of payments, foals nominated in the 52nd Futurity will remain eligible for competition as weanlings in 2015 and as yearlings in 2016.

**9b. WEANLINGS NOT PREVIOUSLY ELIGIBLE:  For a fee of $125 Day Of Show 2015, foals not previously nominated in the 52nd Futurity will be eligible for competition in the Open Weanling class; and as Yearlings for a fee of $75 Day Of Show 2015.

10. NSF CHECKS: Any payments made with "non-sufficient funds" will be considered late and penalties shall be applied.

11. PENALTIES: All late fee penalties have temporarily been suspended for 2015 (with the exception of overdraft fees from NSF checks).

12. JUDGES: A judge cannot judge a futurity show in consecutive years. The judges are to work independently at the time of showing and are to place the entries to 10th place as may be necessary.  Judges will be assigned to judge individual classes prior to the Futurity. Each judge will be paid $300 from the I.A.A. general fund plus one night’s lodging paid from the Futurity fund if the judge resides more than 100 miles from the Futurity site. Judges are to be ApHC carded, color breed carded or apprentice ApHC judges. If the futurity is held in conjunction with an ApHC approved show, those judges will be used for the futurity on a rotating basis.

13. PROTEST: A protest must be filed in writing with the Futurity Secretary within one hour of the final class of the show, and must be accompanied by a deposit of $25 in cash.  The deposit shall be returned if the protest is upheld and forfeited if the protest is not upheld.  Three members of the IAA Futurity Show Committee as appointed by the IAA President shall decide the protest.

14. LOCATION AND DATE: The time and place of the 2015 Futurity Show will be designated by the IAA Futurity Chair.  No purse amounts are guaranteed. If by an act of God or war the show should be canceled, refunds will be issued.  Information on the show date, location, payment deadline, etc. will be published in the IAA newsletter.

15a. PAYBACK PERCENTAGE: The halter purses shall have deductions for Futurity operating expenses which shall be 10% of the total amount paid in for the weanling portion of the futurity. Also, $7.50 of the final sustaining payments paid shall be held over and applied to the purses in the appropriate yearling classes. The remainder shall be awarded through five places as follows: If five or more entries are shown the purse will be 30%, 25%, 20%, 15% and 10%. If four entries are shown, the purse will be 40%, 30%, 20% and 10%. If three entries are shown, the purse shall be 50%, 30% and 20%. If two entries are shown, the purse shall be 60%, 40%. If one entry is shown, it shall be 100%.
**15b. Day of show entries will be assessed 10% of the entry for futurity expenses, 20% will be carried over to the following year for yearling classes and 70% will be added to the payback for the appropriate open weanling class.

16a. CLASS AND PURSE ALLOCATIONS: 2015 show: Weanling Fillies, Weanling Colts, Weanling Geldings. Award to first place and payback to five places as shown above. Purse to consist of 90% of all payments made minus $7.50 for the yearling class carryover if the final sustaining payment is made. 
**16b.
$200 will be added to each of the open weanling classes (Weanling Fillies & Weanling Colts, Weanling Geldings)from the IAA general fund.  

17. YEARLING CLASS AND PURSE ALLOCATION: 2015 show. Payback to five places. Yearlings Previously Eligible - $35 fee. Yearlings Not Previously Eligible - $75 fee.  Purse to consist of $7.50 of each previously eligible July 1, 2014 weanling sustaining fee, 20% of each Day Of Show Weanling entries, $30 of each previously eligible 2015 yearling fee and $50 of fees paid for yearlings not previously entered. To be entered day of show.

18. INDIANA OWNED SIRE & DAM CLASS: 2015 show. All weanlings to be shown together and judged together. $35 entry fee. 100% of the fees jackpotted back to entries. Award to first place and payback to five places.   To be entered day of show.

19. MOST COLORFUL WEANLING: Open to any weanling owned by an IAA member. Class to be judged on color ONLY. $10 entry fee. 100% of the fees jackpotted back to entries. Award to first place and payback to 5 places. To be entered day of show.

20. MOST COLORFUL YEARLING: Open to any yearling owned by an IAA member. $10 entry fee. 100% of the fees jackpotted back to entries.  Payback to five places. To be entered day of show.
