2014 STALLION SERVICE RULES

1. All donated services will be sold on a first come basis, unless otherwise noted.

2. Stallion owners may reserve the donated service for a client of their choosing, provided they notify the sale chairperson as soon as possible.

3. The minimum donated fee is set at $250 or half of the stallion’s advertised fee; the greater of the 2 shall prevail. Private treaty services base will be $350.

4. The sale of the donated service entitles both the stallion and mare owner an entry into the closed futurity ONLY. Must be able to register foal with ApHC.

5. Upon purchase of a donated service, both parties will receive a packet containing the rules, dates and any other information. All items to be emailed (preferably) or sent USPS.

6. All donated services will receive a spot on the stallion service sale page located at www.indaphc.com. This is the official Indiana Appaloosa Association web site.

7. Should a stallion owner not have a foal from one of their own mares to show, they may pick a foal that their stallion sired to be their entry, provided they have a signed lease agreement from the mare owner on file with the sale chairperson.

8. If a mare doesn’t settle the first year, it is the mare owner’s obligation to contact both the stallion owner and the sale chairperson no later than September 1st, so that money can be held over to the following year.

9. If a mare owner purchases a donated service and decides for whatever reason that they no longer want to breed to that stallion, there will be NO refund of service fee. Should a mare owner decide to sell their purchased service, they need to contact both the sale chairperson and the stallion owner, due to some stallion owners needing mare approval.

10. Should a stallion service not sell, the following options are given:

a. stallion owner may buy back the donated service fee for $250 for 2 entries into the closed classes; or

b. stallion owner may buy back the donated service fee for $150 for 1 entry into the closed classes.

11. Buy-ins will be allowed into the closed classes provided that the service of the stallion that the mare was bred to sold in the stallion service sale. Should anyone want to buy-in into the closed classes, their options are:

a.
nominate the mare by January 15th for $150, divided into 2 payments of $75; 1st payment due March 15th and the 2nd payment due June 30th;

b.   buy-in at $175 by notifying the stallion select sale chairperson.

The select stallion sale is a function of the Indiana Appaloosa Association (IAA). Any rules can be changed, added to, or deleted at the discretion of the stallion service sale chairperson &/or the IAA Board of Directors
Prize money: all proceeds from the sale of the donated services, minus operational expenses, will be used as “prize money” for the closed futurity

**** It is the stallion owner’s obligation to notify any additional mare owners breeding to their stallion of the resulting foal’s eligibility into the closed futurity. ****
